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STUDENT PRIVILEGES

COMPLIANCE WITH THIS PUBLICATION IS MANDATORY

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This instruction establishes policies and procedures for student privileges during Commissioned Officer Training (COT) and Reserve Commissioned Officer Training (RCOT).  It applies to all 23d Training Squadron (23 TRS) personnel.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

Paragraph 8.2 was added to restrict students from engaging in high-risk activities while attending COT.

1.
General.  All students, regardless of privilege status, must meet all formations and classes and satisfy all training responsibilities before signing out for authorized privileges.  Deviations from this publication will be coordinated through the chain of command to the 23 TRS Commander.  During the duty week all students are required to stay and sleep in their own dorm room.  At no time are other people, including spouses, family members or friends allowed to stay with students in their dormitory room.

Student Weekend Status.  Students are given the following weekend privileges while at COT (does not apply to RCOT):

2.1.
Definition.  The weekend begins 1 hour after the last official duty on Friday or the day prior to a holiday.  Weekend privileges end at 1700 the evening prior to the next duty day.

2.2.
Church.  Students are authorized to attend church services off base in appropriate civilian clothes.  During the first weekend, students will drive directly to church and immediately return after the conclusion of services and change into the appropriate uniform.

2.3.  Uniform.  COT students must wear an authorized uniform after duty hours and during weekends and holidays while on the Officer Training School (OTS) campus but may wear civilian attire while off the OTS campus.  Students must immediately depart the OTS campus once changed into civilian clothes. Upon returning to the campus, COT students must go directly to their rooms and change into an appropriate uniform.
3.
Travel Limitations.

3.1.
Off-Base Travel.  During duty hours, students are not allowed off base except for official business or urgent personal business.  Flight Commanders (Flt/CCs) must grant authorization prior to students going off base during duty hours.  During non-duty hours, students may go off base starting on the Monday after the first weekend of training once the Course Director (CD) has approved this privilege.  A 23 TRS staff member must provide a safety briefing to students prior to off-base privileges.

3.2.
Leave.  Students normally will not be granted ordinary leave status but may be authorized emergency leave (when processed through the American Red Cross).  All emergency leave must be authorized by the 23 TRS/CC.

3.3.
Travel Radius.  On authorized weekends students may travel up to 200 miles from Montgomery.  Holiday travel radius and requirements will be determined by the 23 TRS/CC.  During the week, travel outside the Montgomery city area is allowed by exception only in case of emergencies.

3.4.
Sign Out Procedures.  A sign-out log must be established and maintained by each Flight Officer in Charge (FOIC).  Students must sign out whenever leaving the dormitory area, to include non-mandatory meals, except during duty hours.  Students must provide the following information for local travel:  name, destination(s), time of departure, estimated return time, and actual return time.  Any student leaving Montgomery must provide the following information in the log:  name, exact destination, address, phone number where they can be reached in case of emergency/recall, time of departure, estimated return time, and actual return time.  Information in the sign-out log must be legibly written and complete.  Additionally, the FOIC must be notified if the location or telephone number changes.  If the FOIC will not remain on Maxwell AFB during off-duty hours, then he/she must pass log maintenance to the designated Student Wing Point of Contact (POC).

4.
Privately Owned Vehicles (POVs).  POVs are authorized on base.  A valid driver's license, valid auto registration, proof of insurance, and an AF Form 75 are required.  Students with vehicles are expected to familiarize themselves with traffic regulations specific to both Maxwell AFB and the state of Alabama.  Seat belts must be worn at all times.  Students will keep a copy of their orders in their vehicle at all times.  Alabama law and Air Force policy prohibit open containers of alcohol in vehicles (AFI 31-204, Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision).  Driving Under the Influence (DUI) or Driving While Intoxicated (DWI) offenses are potentially career-ending offenses. 

4.1.
Traffic Tickets.  Any student receiving a ticket while assigned to the 23d Training Squadron will immediately notify their Flt/CC.  The Flt/CC will forward the ticket to the Student Squadron Commander (SS/CC) to brief the 23 TRS/CC, who will determine final disposition.  Repeated offenses may result in loss of driving privileges for the duration of COT.

5.
Maxwell Facilities.  Students have access to all of Maxwell’s morale and fitness facilities, Base Exchange (BX), the Commissary and the Clinic with proper military identification card or copy of their orders.  Students may not use the Non-Commissioned Officer (NCO) Club, but they may patronize the Officers’ Club.

6.
Academic Building Use.  COT flight rooms are available to students from 0515-2145 for briefing practice, flight meetings, etc.

7.
Withdrawal/Downgrade of Off-Duty Privileges.  Off-duty privileges are not normally downgraded or withdrawn unless a situation necessitates.  Depending on the severity of an infraction, the 23 TRS/CC may direct a change in off-duty status.  This can include, but is not limited to, restriction to Maxwell AFB, restriction to the OTS Campus, or restriction to dormitory rooms.  More severe action may occur in accordance with the Uniform Code of Military Justice.

8.
Restrictions.

8.1.
Motorcycle.  Students may not operate or ride motorcycles unless they have completed the specialized United States Air Force motorcycle operator’s safety training courses.

8.2. High-Risk Activities.  Students will not engage in high-risk activities while on student status at COT.

8.3.
Graduation Departure Policy.  Students will not depart until after the last scheduled activity on graduation day.  All travel arrangements will be coordinated with the Flt/CC prior to departure.  As an Air Force officer, you are responsible for planning safe travel arrangements to your next duty location. 
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
